Transition Regulation Integration: Business Processes 2011-2012
This transition regulation is in force for students who in 2010-2011 failed the course Integration: Business Processes.

As of 1 September 2011 the contents of the course Integration: Business Processes has been altered. The course no longer consists of a case and a written exam that count for 40% and 60% respectively towards the final grade. Rather, the course is assessed by means of a group assignment. 

Students who last year obtained a sufficient grade for their exam but an insufficient grade for their case should follow the course Integration: Business Processes in January and do their case again. 

Students who last year obtained a sufficient grade for their case but an insufficient grade for their exam are given the opportunity to take an extra exam in December. This exam will be offered only once. If you fail this exam, you will have to take the course Integration: Business Processes in January. 

The grade for the exam will be averaged with the grade for the case. The exam grade counts for 60% and the case for 40% towards the final grade. The grades for exam or case should be at least 5.0 and the final grade at least 5.5 in order to pass the course.
Students that last year obtained an insufficient grade for their exam and an insufficient grade for their case (or no grade at all) should follow the new course Integration: Business Processes in January.
